Cocoa 





High temperatures with a maximum annual average of 30-32 degrees C and a minimum average of 18-21 degrees C.





An annual rainfall level of between 1,500mm and 2,000mm is generally preferred.





Drought





Cocoa trees enjoy humid conditions.





Young trees should be allowed to grow in the shade of other larger plants.





Soils should be fertile, they should have coarse particles to allow drainage, and they should have an acidity of 5.0-7.5 on the pH scale.





Extreme rainfall leading to water logging of the soil.





Labour





Harvesting of the pods.





Pulp and the beans are separated from the pod and left to ferment between banana leaves in the sun.





Beans are removed from pulp and left to dry in the sun.





Dried beans are trodden on, whilst red clay and water is added. This prevents mould during shipping.





Diseases such as fungus
