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1. In November 2000 Coke paid $ 192.5 million dollars in an out of court settlement, for discrimination faced by black workers in the United States.
	2. In Columbia, Coke’s bottling subsidiary FEMSA has been accused of colluding with right-wing paramilitary groups, who have attacked trade union members.
	4. Coca-Cola owns 24 per cent of the shares in bottling company in Columbia.
	5. FEMSA in Columbia has pressured 500 workers to give up their union rights in return for cash-lump sums.

	6. In South African every one job created in Coke, generates another 16 elsewhere in the economy, positive multiplier effect.


	7. In Asia, Europe and the Americas, every one Coke job, creates another ten in the local community.


	8. After Hurricane Katrina, Coke contributed £8 million pounds to Aid Agencies.

	9. After the Asian Tsunami Coke, contributed £20 million pounds to help reconstruction.


	10. Coke plants in India pay nothing for extracting water from underground aquifers.
	11. In the time that Coke has been operating in Kerala, India, water tables have decreased by a metre a year.
	12. It takes 3.8 litres of water to make one litre of Coke.
	13. In Kerala falling water levels have resulted in falling yields.

	14. Cole has funded Project Warmth in China, training 1,500 young farmers in basic skills, such as reading and mathematics.


	15. Coke has set up remote schools for aboriginal children in the outback of Australia.


	16. The Coca-Cola Scholars Foundation has awarded more than $26 million in higher-education scholarships to 3,250 students in the United States since its inception in 1986. 


	17. The Coca-Cola system has a comprehensive HIV/AIDS health care program in Africa, covering nearly 60,000 employees, their spouses and their children. 



	18. Coke has set-up and funded ‘Inspire’, with the aim of building an educational centre in Antarctica, to help raise awareness of climate change. Wanda would be pleased!

	19. Coke provides sponsorship for majoring sporting events, such as the Olympics. 
	20. Coke has reduced their landfill waste by 23 % since 2004.


	21. Coke state that they have the recycling symbol on all their cans. All cans are 100% recyclable, because they are aluminium. All glass bottles are made from recycled glass.



	22. Unions have taken Coca-Cola to court for its activities in Columbia, an out of court settlement broke down when Coke would stated that compensation would only be paid if Union members left their jobs and promised not to criticise the Company again.
	23. In Columbia, FEMSA sub-contracts deliveries to Fleteros, they are paid minimum wage, work long hours, wear unions and have no legally binding contract.  If they join unions they are sacked.
	24. Coke denies supporting paramilitary groups in Columbia; they also say that they are not involved in management decisions in Columbia, as it is a separate company.
	25. In Columbia workers have been killed inside bottling plants, whilst six union officials have been killed by paramilitary groups.

	26. Coca-Cola states that it supports threatened workers in Columbia by offering paid absence from work, transportation, and flexible working hours. It has also installed security guards and cameras at bottling plants.
	27. Coca-Cola states that it has a policy of being union friendly. In Columbia only 4% of all workers are unionised, in Coca-Cola’s Columbian operations this is 31%.
	28. In Columbia there is a unique law stopping sub-contracted workers from becoming involved in unions.
	29. 80% of workers for Coke in Columbia are causal labour.

	30. Coca-Cola has invested $1 billion dollars in India, employs 6,000 people directly and another 150,000 indirectly.
	31. Coca-Cola has invested in water harvesting schemes in India; they state actual recharge has been five times what they extract from the ground.
	32. Coke have installed hand pumps in Kaladera in India.
	33. In Mexico ,Coke was fined $50 million for unfair monopoly practices.

	34. In Turkey, Coca-Cola has been accused for sub-contracting its workforce to ensure lower wages, banning union activity within its plants and colluding with police during the resulting demonstrations.
	35. In El Salvador, Coke has been accused for turning a blind eye to child labour.

	36. Coke purchases sugar in El Salvador from Central Izalco, this in turn uses sugar cane from plantations were Human Rights Watch found children of 12-16 working.
	37. Children working on sugar plantations are at risk from injuries from machetes, snake bites and respiratory problems. The long working day leaves no time for school.

	38. Coke states that it does not buy from suppliers that use child labour.
	39. In 2008 Coke worked with TechnoServe, a local NGO, in El Salvador, with the aim of  finding alternative opportunities for children between the ages of 12 and 16 to earn an income.
	40. Coke states that working with the United Nations and the El Salvador Sugar Association, 9,000 children have been removed from the fields of sugar plantations.
	41. Coca-Cola were fined for painting adverts on the Himalayas in a conservation area.

	42. Coke doesn’t own the Central Izalco plant!
	43. In Mexico, Coke gave fridges to newsagents within poor neighbours, to allow the selling of their products.
	44. When newsagents wanted to stock cheaper versions of the drink, Coke threatened to take their fridges away and stop their supplies.
	45. Coke pays $3.5 billion in salaries worldwide each year.

	46. In Nejapa, El Salvador, the Coke bottling plants has been accused of pumping waste into the local rivers. The waste water contained high levels of sugar, biodegradable it absorbs oxygen, killing life in the rivers. Caustic soda is also used to sterilise the bottles, this make the water pH high, resulting in skin allergies.
	47. Coke in El Salvador states that it tests its waste water daily for contaminants, according to their own labs, the waste water is as pure as drinking water!
	48. The Coke plant in Nejapa, El Salvador has also not paid local taxes. The local council took the plant to court, where they received $200,000 dollars.
	49. In Kerala, Southern India the Coke bottling plant has been excused of draining local water aquifers, leaving subsistence farmers with no source of water.

	50. In India, Coke gave farmers waste sludge from their plants to use as fertiliser, because it was nitrogen rich; it was found to contain the harmful carcinogen, cadmium. Exposure to Cadmium can also lead to kidney failure.
	51. In 2006 research in India by the Centre of Science and Environment found that pesticide levels in Coke’s products were 24 times higher than what would be allowed in the E.U. .
	51. Test conducted by Coke on its products in India showed no pesticide contamination.

	52. Coke pays $1.7 billion in taxes worldwide each year, Governments use these revenues to invest in public services.

	53. Coke has launched a program to reduce greenhouse gas emissions by using alternative fuels. Bottling partners in Sao Paulo, Brazil, have a fleet of approximately 140 trucks running on 5 percent biodiesel (made form castor beans and soybeans).

	54. Aspartame the main artificial sweetener in Diet Coke is under examination by British and European foods safety experts, because it could be carcinogenic.
	55. The people that work in the plantations, harvesting the sugar cane get $1.50 per tonne.
	56. One of Coke’s ingredients is caffeine, critics argue that is does not have any significant impact on taste, so is there to hook potential customers.

	57. In Australia the advertising of drinks, such as Coke, has been banned due to concerns about hyperactivity in young people under 12.
	58. The investment of Coke in India has been blamed for the decline of traditional fruit juice vendors.
	59. Coca-Cola Valued Youth Program was established in 1984, it was established to stop children from dropping out of school. They paired junior high pupils with elementary students to improve academic standards.
	60. Coca Cola has contributed over $400,000 in support of Teach of America, the money has been used for recruitment and training of teachers, as well as local teacher recruitment in Atlanta.

	61. Coke supports the Nelson Mandela Foundation, which preserves the legacy of President Nelson Mandela. With a grant of $3 million they are assisting the efforts to preserve the artefacts and papers from the leadership of Nelson Mandela.
	63. In Kenya, Coke helped to plant 120,000 indigenous tree seedlings, during their rainy season. This was to help prevent soil erosion at Ngong Hills, as well as protect water supplies in the local area.


	64. Coke has been accused of targeting its advertising at children through teaching materials, free sports equipment and school vending machines.
	65. Mr Cassidy like Coke, Miss Walton likes Diet Coke and Mrs Marston prefers gin.
