	There are 4000 fewer car journeys each day, compared to 20 years ago, despite a growing population.
	1983 new tram routes were opened.

	35% of residents choose to live without a car.
	90% of students at the University walk or cycle.
	2005- begins building of a suburban railway.
	1980s roads calmed using traditional pebble surfaces.

	Over 120 streets in the city are ‘Play Safe Streets’ where children take priority over cars.
	2005- 3000 km of public transport lines in the city and region.
	1970s it has serious traffic issues.
	2005- 500 km of bicycle lanes and 5000 parking spaces for bicycles in the centre of the city.

	1980s- car parking was restricted; there is no free car parking in the city centre. There are residential only parking areas, but residents must pay for a pass.
	1971 a cycle network was planned.

	1972- Freiburg decided to retain its trams, other cities were scrapping them.
	CO2 emissions have been reduced by 10% per capita.
	Between 1976 and 1992, the % of car use fell from 60% to 46%.
	70% of all local journeys are by tram.
