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Can you match the arguments for buying organic products with the counterarguments? There may be more than one matching argument. 

75% of our organic products are imported from abroad; this is bad for the environment, all that carbon dioxide released.





But in some cases it releases less carbon dioxide to grow and transport the products from aboard, rather than grow them in heated greenhouses here.





Most of our organic products come from LEDC countries; by buying them we are supporting poorer farmers and improving their quality of life.





Farmers in LEDC countries don’t have the same strict controls as British farmers, how do you know the food is safe or been reared in humane conditions?





Buying organic from aboard, means that non-organic British farmers lose out- shouldn’t we support them?





Organic products are safer to eat; artificial chemicals are not used in their production. 





There is no evidence to suggest that non-organic products are a danger to health.





Non-organic products may have safe levels of chemicals, but no one has conducted long-term studies on the impact of the cocktail chemicals eaten by people over time.





Organic foods are 10-40% more expensive than non-organic foods, how can a family afford this on a tight budget?





Organic foods are more expensive because they are produced on a smaller scale. But you are paying a premium for a food you know will not cause harm to yourself or the environment.





It is estimated that half of all fresh food in Britain is wasted, buying non-organic and wasting less may be more economical and environmentally friendly!





Organic products are much tastier!





Taste is a matter of opinion; no scientific study has proven this.





Organic products have greater nutritional value.





Several major scientific studies have found no difference in the nutritional value of organic and non-organic products.





Organic farming is better for the environment, no chemicals run off into the environment, poisoning plant and animal life. Organic farmers have a higher biodiversity.





Use of chemicals in farming is now highly sophisticated, targeting specific weeds and pests. Remember also that non-organic farmers also tend our land.





Organic products don’t look as attractive and don’t last as long!





Attractiveness is a matter of opinion, but we have become used to the strict criteria supermarkets set on the look of products. Organic products have no chemical or addictives added to enhance their shelf life.
